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Escala, Manning settle with Ken Lawrence

Former Escala Chief Executive Officer Greg
Manning, the Escala Group and Ken Lawrence g
have reached settlement on a defamation law- §&
suit brought by Lawrence last year.

In August 2004, Manning wrote a letter to the
APS Board complaining that Lawrence was the
instigator behind then-APS executive director
Bob Lamb's decision to revoke the society
privileges (specifically, advertising) of Escala
affiliate Nutmeg Stamps. In order for a firm to
advertise in APS publications, a principal must
be a member-in-good-standing of the society.
Nutmeg's president at the time, David M.
Coogle, under his former name David Zelenak,
was convicted of federal mail fraud in connec-
tion with his old stamp firm, Pittsburgh Parcel
Poste, which also led to his expulsion from
APS.

Shortly after Greg Manning named David Coogle president of Nutmeg,
Nutmeg held a first day cover auction that included a large number of fake
cachets. "Fake cachets discovered in first-day cover hoard" by Carol Shel-
ton in the August 9, 2004, Linn's provided a detailed report. The author is
the wife of Allison Cusick, Linn's columnist and chairman of the AFDCS
expertising committee.

Six-Figure Settlement
Ken Lawrence settles his defa-
mation lawsuit with Escala and

Greg Manning after only a
year.

One buyer at the sale attempted to file an APS complaint against Nutmeg
after Nutmeg had declined to refund his purchase price, but APS could
not accept the complaint because no Nutmeg official was a member after
Levitt sold the company. At that point, APS revoked Nutmeg's advertising
privileges. The issue was resolved eventually and advertising privileges
were restored after Greg Manning named himself CEO of Nutmeg and re-
funds were offered to everyone who had bought the fake covers.

According to court documents, Manning also alleged in the same 2004
letter that Lawrence had posted in an online finance forum a message
denigrating the viability of Greg Manning Auctions, Inc. (GMAI) stock.

In December 2005, Manning filed a formal complaint with the APS that
Lawrence had violated the APS Code of Ethics, items 11 and 12) and the
Internet Code of Ethics.

Those complaints and the lawsuit were the basis for the APS Board's reit-
eration in May 2006 of the society's policy against deciding complaints

while litigation was in progress.

Lawrence first filed a writ of summons against Manning and Escala & similar to his October 2007
filing against the APS and various APS leaders 8 in February, 2006. The actual complaint was filed
November 20, 2006.

As a result of the settlement, Lawrence has received $100,000 from Escala and Manning has with-
drawn complaints he made against Lawrence to the American Philatelic Society.

Additionally, Lawrence must refrain from publishing any disparaging comments, in any medium,
about Escala and its subsidiaries, or about Escala's transactions with Afinsa Bienes Tangibles, S.A.
He also is enjoined from testifying as an expert witness in any litigation involving Escala'’s relation-
ship with Afinsa. The settlement does not prevent him from being subpoenaed as a standard witness
in the Afinsa proceedings. As part of the agreement, Manning and Escala also agree to refrain from
publishing any disparaging comments about Lawrence.

Afinsa is currently embroiled in charges in Spain and Portugal that it marketed stamps as invest-
ments in a "pyramid scheme" that collapsed, wiping out retirement funds for thousands of people.

As part of the settlement, all parties retain the right to file complaints with the APS about future
events.

Lawrence may continue to publish general opinions about the stamp market and stamp investments,
as long as they refrain from mentioning Escala, Afinsa or Manning.
